They
have the support of many agencies including police, CDOT, and helicopters at their
982 isposal.

He then talked about he ‘golden hour’ that exists between the time of injury and care.
At typical timeline from the time the cell phone call is made to emergency services to
Den-the time that the patient can be actually transported is usually 40 minutes, leaving

I 19tBnly 20 minutes of time at the hospital for critical care. Anything that can be done to
Ct shorten this time is important. The EMTs are also very aware of the persons injuries
and pass along this information to the hospital by describing the type of injuries in-
cluding other important information such as; speed of travel, whether the rider was
wearing a helmet, separating from the bike, and level of consciousness.

Ernie then discussed what a non professional should do in the meantime before the
brva-EMTSs arrive. First of all protect yourself and do not worry about being sued by trying
hef- to assist the victim because Colorado is a good Samaritan state. Remember you
should first try to notify emergency services or find someone to find help if cell phone
ant service is not working. Then make sure your protect yourself and the victim by using
bod Yyour motorcycle or another vehicle to create a barrier. Next try to assess the victims
mensituation, but do not move them. If there is bleeding a simple compression should
stop the bleeding, but if necessary use your belt as a tourniquet. If the victim is con-
