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On a sunny and blustery Saturday morning of April 19th a group of about 24 bikes departed BMW of Denver onto the
eastern plains of Colorado for a day ride to Burlington, Colorado to visit the Kit Carson County Carousel. Due to the
number of bikes we divided into two groups. Both groups made their way to Hwy 36 for a cool morning ride through roll-
ing wheat hills and vast pasture lands of Colorado’s Outback. The second group made two stops along the way, one at
Byers and the second at the Anton Coop gas station where the friendly owner came out to turn on his pumps for us. The
station in Cope closed in March which made Anton a popular place on Saturday morning. We arrived in Burlington
around 12:30 and enjoyed a tasty buffet lunch at the Interstate Restaurant with the first group of riders. Steaming hot
oriental food and other fare were consumed by an appreciative group.

After lunch we went to the 103 year old Carousel, located on the Kit Carson County Fair Grounds, arriving just in time for
the 1:30pm ride appointment. Rides are normally 25 cents and last about 10 minutes. For the faint of heart or weak of
stomach be aware that the carousel revolves between 15 and 18 mph requiring a pronounced lean to the left of all riders.
Some of our group reported that they nearly enjoyed their lunch a second time.

Norma, the friendly Carousel staff representative, gave a short briefing explaining the Carousel's history and conducted

a tour of the Carousel after the ride. There is a small museum next to the Carousel

where you can purchase shirts, cookbooks and other souvenirs which recently

opened. The Kit Carson County Carousel is a menagerie carousel simply meaning

that in addition to horses, the carousel has a St Bernard dog, a lion, a tiger and a
hippocampus. A hippocampus is a
beautiful mythical animal with the
head of a horse and the tail of a fish.
There are also deer with real antlers,
giraffes, donkeys, goats, camels and
zebras. Most of the horses have real
horsehair tails.

After riding the Carousel and visiting
the museum departed Burlington for the return trip to Denver. In previous
years we have visited the 'Old Town Museum' which has several period
buildings from the 1800's on display. Buildings included a sod house,
school house, church, drug store, saddle shop, printing shop, soda foun-
tain, and the Long Branch Salon (with can-can dancers) among several
others. We could have spent much more time in Burlington but decided to
start our 3 hour return trip to Denver about 3 pm.

Most of the group drove straight through but a few of us made a stop at Limon for gas and to visit Oscar’s, a restaurant
owned by a long time friend of the Allen’s. After enjoying refreshing drinks , the group departed Limon with some of the
group taking 170 and the others taking Hwy 86. Along the way on Hwy 86 we saw numerous pronghorn and deer.

For anyone planning to visit the Kit Carson County Carousel, plan on taking your camera. The web sites, http://
www.kitcarsoncountycarousel.com, http://www.burlingtoncolo.com/carousel.htm, http://www.burlingtoncolo.com/
oldtown.htm are a good place to find opening times and general information about the Carousel and Old Town. If you
plan to visit Burlington, a trip during the Kit Carson County Fair the first week of August is an excellent time to see the
Carousel, the Old Town Museum and enjoy a genuine slice of rural Americana.
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
